Post Title: Teacher of Chemistry

Pensby High School is a mixed 11-16 school, situated on the Wirral. The local authority
continues with a tested grammar school system and Pensby High School whilst operating
along comprehensive lines, is a non-selective school.

Outcomes in terms of both progress and attainment are consistently above national norms
and significantly above the average for similar schools. The Science area contributes to the
school’s overall success gaining results in terms of attainment and progress well above
national norms. This is as a result of consistently good teaching, staff working to support each
other and develop the day-to-day experience for students.

The core function of the post is to teach Chemistry with the ability to teach at key stage 4
essential for this post. To fully engage with the school’s CPD programme, supporting others
and self to develop still further.

It is expected that the postholder will carry out her/his responsibilities within this framework.
Job descriptions are subject to review and amendment.

whole school provisions

e Work with others within the subject area to produce, mark and moderate internal
examinations

e Commit to both school and subject level extra-curricular activities, building positive
relationship through these non-timetabled activities

e To attend and support parents’ evenings as required, ensuring that information
shared is accurate and up to date

e To fully engage with monitoring processes

e To maintain an organised and effective learning environment in the classroom and any
shared areas

e Seek to review and develop practice

e Teach consistently good lesson and engaging with the whole school coaching to
promote the development of own and others’ teaching.
